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 Common Baldcypress 
Taxodium distichum 

 
Description:  Lofty deciduous conifer of lofty triangular shape, straight trunk flares out at the base 
Mature size is 50-70ô tall with a spread of 20-30ô  
Leaves: spirally arranged needles, bright yellow green in spring, soft green in summer, and a rich brown in 
autumn. This tree will lose its needles in the winter. 
Bark: beautiful reddish brown fibrous bark 
Fruit:  cones about 1ôô across green to purple and resinous when young; brown at maturity 
 
Habitat: Hardy ranges 4-10. Thrives in moist/wet and well drained acidic soils. Plant in full sun. 
 
Fun Facts: Bald Cypress swamps in the southeastern United States are some of the most productive and 
biologically diverse ecosystems in the world. In Wilmington, you can see examples of these trees along the 
street near the Cool Spring Reservoir at Franklin and 10th Streets.
