Height: 35ô-40ô 

 

Leaves: compound, provide dappled shade in the summer, yellow when emerging turning yellow-green and returning to yellow in the winter 

 

Structure:  Open spreading crown 

 

Flower: clusters of yellow-green fragrant flowers open in May-June 

 

Habitat: Full or Partial sun , tolerant of drought, high pH, and salt, grows best in rich moist bottomlands and soils with limestone origin
