Swamp White Oak

Quercus bicolor

Description: Large tree with narrow, rounded, open crown of cffemoping branches.

Height: 6670' (1821 m).

Diameter: 23' (0.60.9 m).

Leaves: 47" (10-18 cm) long, 24 1/2" (511 cm) wide. Obovate, rounded or blunt at tip, broadest beyond middle, graduallyashtoopointed
base; edges wavy with B) shallow rounded lobes on each side. Green and slightly shiny above, soft whitish hairs benewtlrowmni to red
in fall.

Bark: light gray; with large thin scales, becoming furrowed into plates.

Acorns: 3/41 1/4" (23 cm) long; egeshaped; 1/3 or more enclosed by deep cup of many distinct scales, becoming light buaiiy 2uen long
slender stalk, maturing first year.

Habitat: Tolerates drought, road salts, and soil compaction in urban areas. Among the most handsome of oaks

Range: USDA hardiness zones8!

Discussion:The Latin species name, meaning "teaored," refers to the leaves, which are green above and whitish beneath.
